A cemetery is a place where people can
be buried after they die. It can also be
called a graveyard, burial ground or
memorial park.

Chapel of rest

This is a room or a building where the
family or friends of someone who has
died can come and see their body
before the funeral. Some people do this
as a way to say goodbye to the person
who died.

Coffin.
This is the box that the dead body is

put in before it is buried or cremated. It
IS sometimes called acasket.

Coma.

A person is in a coma when they are
unconscious for a long time.



Condolences.

These are the kind things people say to
you when someone you love has died.

Conscious.

This means when someone is awake
and knows what is going on around
them.

Coroner.

A coroner is a type of judge who
investigates some deaths.

Cremation.

This is when the dead body is burned.
The body turns to ash once it is
cremated. The friends and family of the
dead person can collect the ashes
afterwards.

Crematorium (or Crem )
